The outer wheel will be a broad LRMC Network of
members consisting of London region manufacturers,
distributors, manufacturing focused service providers,
manufacturing support organizations and individuals
with an interest in the manufacturing sector.

The LRMC Network members will provide information,
advice, resources and assistance in support of manufac-
turing initiatives.  The LRMC Network members will
bring issues of concern to the attention of the Steering
Committee.

All members will be kept fully informed of LRMC activ-
ities in order to ensure that good ideas and advice are
solicited and considered and all members are able to
participate in activities where they feel they are best able
to add value.

In summary, we will have a smaller LRMC Steering
Committee consisting mainly of manufacturers but a
much larger LRMC Network including manufacturers,
distributors, suppliers, support organizations and other
interested individuals.
